And the 5 Themes for Growth are: 
 
1. Discovering the Heart of God 
 
2. Growing Disciples 
 
3. Reaching New generations 
 
4. Transforming Communities 
 
5. Practising Generosity 
 
The church will be open from 11.00am til 3.00pm.  
 
Beginning at 11.00am, and then every hour until 3.00pm - each theme will 
prayed for an hour.  
 
The sessions will begin with a short reflection followed by times of silence for 
reflection.  
 
Come and go as you are able.  
 
Because this is ‘hot off the press’, I am looking for volunteers to help me set 
up prayer stations in and around the Church, and people to lead a reflection 
at the start of each session.
